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Objective 

The objective of this User requirements document is to provide the Defense Logistics Management Standards Office with a description of functional and technical requirements for the ‘Business Rule Library’ application .  These requirements are based on an analysis of the current technical infrastructure and an analysis of the current business processes that are to be incorporated into a web based application.

1.   Requirements:

1.1 Functional

Functional requirements are defined, as explicit specifications of what a system or product must be able to do, in terms that are meaningful to the users of the J-6411 ‘Business Rule Library’ application. 

The following is a list of functional requirements related to document management, web-based applications, navigation, messaging, security, and searching:

	Document Management
	· Ability to perform multi-file uploads and downloads. 

· Ability to perform full control over which file types you permit to be uploaded
· Ability to captures metadata when files are uploaded.
· Ability to submit file(s) for review and approval.

· Ability to change status of a file –i.e. approved, rejected, needs work.

· Ability to archive files.
· Ability to version control a file.
· Ability to access and view file audit trails and version history
· Ability to manage workflows, documents, content subscriptions, categorization, files, and folders.

· Ability to lock files while editing.

· Ability to unlock a file that has been locked during editing.

· Ability to review file history, including copies of previous versions, revision logs, and access logs 
· Ability to use advanced search capabilities that make it easy to find specific documents via full text search and by standard document attributes such as name, file type, date, and author. 
· Ability to perform custom searches, allowing for easy location of documents –including ad hoc searching.
· Ability for authorized users to be able to save searches.

	Messaging
	· Allow comments to be left about documents and files.
· Ability to be able to comment on why a recommendation was rejected. 

· Ability to acknowledge that a comment was received.
· Ability to accept or reject a comment and to publish a comment.
· Ability to submit recommendations for changes to a document section.

· Ability for the document administrator and section editor to receive alerts via e-mail that a comment/ recommendation has been submitted. 

· Ability for site administrator to receive notification that a new user has been added or to be able to determine that a new user has been added.

· Ability for users to be able to retrieve ‘Forgotten’ passwords via e-mail notification of that password.

	User Management

(Web based)
	· Ability to perform full user administration - grant/deny access to upload, lock, unlock, delete, create new folders... 
· Ability for designated roles to be able to add and delete users

· Ability for users to be able to register and create their own profiles/ accounts.
· Ability for user defined access permissions at the project, folder and individual file level. 
· Ability for users to change contact information (phone number, e-mail, password) via a my profile page. 

· Ability for to change the passwords.
· Ability to determine when a user is logged in.
· Ability to log a user out.
· Ability to lock a user out.

	Navigation
	· Ability to ‘Return to previous” page when possible.
· Ability to Log-out from any page.
· Ability to use ‘You are here/ Bread crumbing’ functionality.
· Ability to browse available content using a tree hierarchy that is dynamically generated.
· Ability to view contextually sensitive content.


1.2 Technical

A technical requirement of a system or product is an explicit specification of level of performance or other system characteristic required for desired system function. For example, a Web site may have a functional requirement to be able to download a document, and the technical requirements derived from it is that section 508 compliant documents be available in a Portable Document File (PDF) format for viewing and download via a web browser.
